IBACH, SWITZERLAND  — March 24, 2009  — Victorinox Swiss Army Fragrance has announced that  the U.S. District court of the Southern district of New York has entered judgment against three independently operated perfume distributors in the New York City area.  The distributors were charged with trademark infringement and unfair competition.  

This action successfully initiated Victorinox Swiss Army’s litigation campaign against sellers of so called “decoded” products, from which serial numbers and other identifiers applied at the time of manufacture have been removed.  Once genuine products are “decoded”   the purchasing public is deprived of the security and quality controls established by the brand owner.  Decoded products may also be counterfeits that were not produced under the brand owner’s authority. 

 “We will continue our campaign to protect the Victorinox Swiss Army brand and our valued customers against counterfeiters and infringers.  Already, counterfeit imitations  of our fragrances with an estimated retail value of more than $1,000,000 have been seized  by the alert action of  United States Customs and Border Protection with our cooperation, and this program of seizure and destruction will continue,” states Veronika  Elsener, Chairman of Victorinox Swiss Army Fragrance.   “As we celebrate our 125th anniversary with innovative new product introductions, it is more important than ever to protect the authenticity our brand to the fullest extent of the law.  Counterfeiting is a crime and we intend to work with federal and local law enforcement to assist in the prosecution of these criminals.  The consumer is entitled to receive a genuine product when it purchases an item bearing our mark and we will not allow the public to be defrauded.“

Victorinox Swiss Army is currently embarking upon an international launch for its newest fragrance, Victorinox Swiss Unlimited. This new fragrance will be available in the U.S. in the Fall of 2009 and internationally throughout 2009 and 2010.
